Google Presents History of Search in Six-Minute Video
Google has changed a lot since co-founders Sergey Brin and Larry Page started the company as a research project at Stanford, but the search giant on Monday released a video that compresses the history of Google search into just six minutes.

"We wanted to share with you a short history of the evolution of search, highlighting some of the most important milestones from the past decade–and a taste of what's coming next," Google Fellow Ben Gomes wrote in a blog post. "Our goal is to get you the answer you're looking for faster and faster, creating a nearly seamless connection between your questions and the information you seek. That means you don't generally need to know about the latest search feature in order to take advantage of it–simply type into the box as usual and find the answers you're looking for."
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Gomes said Google makes around 500 changes to Search every year, most of which are indecipherable to the everyday user. The video, however, breaks down some of Google's major search adjustments from the last 15 years. That includes: Universal Search, which yields results beyond just Web pages, including images, videos, and news, among other items; and Quick Answers, which provides an array of information on topics at the top of the page. 

Additionally, the video discusses the future of search, or the ways Google is making Search faster and more comprehensive. The company also put together a timeline (below) that shows how Google Search has changed through the years.
